Request for CATV Services

Information for Drop Connections:

· Use standard RG6 coaxial cable for drop connections (maximum length of 165 feet) 

· Belden RGS cables (1695A or equivalent) are preferred

· For distances more than 165 feet, we recommend you use RG11 

· Notify OA-Information Technology no later than 1 week after the job is completed 

· Only 1 TV drop per distribution tap port

Note:  If connecting more than one 1 receiving unit per port, the agency must check with OA-Information Technology before modifying the service drop.
Cable Drop Installation Requirements: An agency requesting drop services may use contractors on the Master IT Services Invitation to Qualify contract #4400004480. The designated vendor must supply a cost estimate to the requesting agency and coordinate a site survey with OA-Information Technology staff prior to beginning any work. 
CATV-Video Backbone Infrastructure Work
Any other types of terminations, modifications, and installations design to the cable-video and fiber broadcast system should be presented to OA-Information Technology/Bureau of Infrastructure & Operations/Design & Engineering section and will need to complete the “Request for CATV Services” form prior to finalizing the proposed design.
